GreySheeters Anonymous World Services (GSAWS)

GSAWS is a service organization for all GreySheet groups, representing meetings with one primary purpose: to carry the message of recovery
to the compulsive overeater who still suffers. World services are those services which deal with the needs of GSA as a whole, and which GSA
offers to its members, its groups, and to society.

GSAWS Board

® GSA Intergroups
In many other 12-Step programs, an Intergroup consists of representatives from all groups in a local geographic area. Periodic Intergroup
meetings are attended by these representatives as well as anyone else in the program interested in participating. An Intergroup can be a source
of information and supplies for members and the general public. The Intergroup can also provide services decided upon by the group as long
as they are in accordance with the Twelve Traditions.

® (GSA Area
A GSA Area would be an umbrella group for all Intergroups in a larger geographical area.

® GSAWS Conference
A GSAWS Conference would be an annual business meeting of delegates from GSA Areas. The Conference would approve GreySheet
literature, vote on policy affecting GSA as a whole, form committees for specific purposes, and elect Conference leaders.

e GSAWS Office
A GSAWS Office would serve as a central clearinghouse for GSA Areas, Intergroups, and individual groups.
